Regular Meeting

December 21, 2010
Minutes (Meeting Tape Recorded)  

Supervisor John Soderholm called the Board to order at 7:30 PM in the Glen Arbor township hall meeting room.   All board members, except Treasurer Gretzema, were present.   The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  

The agenda was presented, reviewed and accepted as amended. 
Motion Kelly, second Thompson to approve regular meeting minutes of 11/16/2010. Motion carried.  Motion Thompson, second Kelly to approve minutes of Special Meeting 12/8/2010.  Motion carried.

Public Comment – Dr. Strachan wished the Board a Merry Christmas.
Treasurer’s Report - Total cash on hand as of 11/30/2010, $1,642,691.11 
Bills – General Fund     $     24,429.39
Emergency Services     $    98,390.76
Motion Thompson, second Kelly, to approve payment of the General Fund bills.  Motion carried.  Motion Quick, second Thompson to approve payment of Emergency Services bills.  Motion carried.   
Andy DuPont, Chairman ESAC – bills were reviewed and approved for payment.  Parker will be recommended for promotion to Lieutenant.  Of the four grants applied for this year, none were awarded to Glen Arbor.  Bus sold for $500.  Concern for possible confusion over billing for ambulance transportation is anticipated and is being reviewed by both Empire and Glen Arbor.  Rescue boat was not ordered and the sub-committee will take some additional time to research project.  Fund reconciliation is required for the Empire/Glen Arbor EMS contract.   Motion Thompson, second Kelly for Glen Arbor to transfer $12,713.00 to 336-392 account.  Motion carried.  Motion Quick, second Thompson to transfer $89,581. from the Glen Arbor EMS General Fund balance to pre-existing designated capital fund (336-391), motion carried.  Motion to start billing for ambulance charges beginning February 1, 2011 by Quick, second Thompson. Mailings to patient with explanations are proposed to avoid confusion.  Taxpayers will not have to spend any additional money for ambulance services.   Motion carried.  Chief Dodson reported that a $2,000 grant was recently received; not a matching grant, in-kind donations will be relied upon. Motion Thompson, second Kelly to accept grant.  Motion carried.  Kenney and Dodson met with URA (Utility Reduction Associates) regarding gas bill reductions if using 3rd party companies.  Insurance renewal is in February.  Full replacement costs for fire apparatus may be added to coverage without a premium increase. Soderholm is concerned that grant monies available for radio upgrades (mandated by the State) are increasingly difficult to get because of lack of coordination and cooperation from the County.  County is responsible for the infrastructure (towers) and each individual township is responsible for their own radio equipment.  Costs are extensive and grant money opportunities have been slim.  Dodson reports that rescue boat has in fact been ordered since the ESAC meeting.  The goal of $250,000 donations to the Glen Arbor Fire and Rescue Association has been met and exceeded.  The additional money will be used for training and other costs.  Stan Brubaker has spearheaded the effort and we are now looking at 2011 delivery and we are locked in to a good price.  Motion Kelly, support Thompson to promote Bill Parker to Lieutenant of Glen Lake Fire Department.  Motion carried.  Motion Quick, second Thompson to appoint Peter Van Nort to an ESAC 3 year appointment.  Motion carried.
